The cost of passage from London to Tasmania is : by Steam -vessels, cabin, ,E52 ; intermediate,
£26 ; steerage, £16 to £19. Steamships now sail regularly direct for Tasmania, and the large
steamers en route to New Zealand also call.

The report of the Board of Immigration for the year 1885, and up to 30th June, 1886,
as laid before both Houses of Parliament, shows that under the Act 49 Vic., No. 32, 1885, the
functions of the board were virtually closed, although the Act creating it (46 Vic., No. 40)
remains on the statute book. The fund which the board was appointed to administer is ex-
hausted, and the issue of land certificates and land orders to immigrants paying their own
passages has ceased.

During 1885 the number of immigrants arriving under the assisted passage system was 582
(including 195 children), being a decrease of 367 persons as compared with 1884. During the
first half of the year, and again towards its close, the issue of passage certificates was altogether
suspended, but was resumed in May, 1885, especially in favour of the wives, families, and
relatives of persons who had already arrived, and 61 persons=52i statute adults-were brought
out. During the first half of the year 1886, 31 immigrants arrived=24 statute adults, and
including 13 children. The number of assisted passage certificates issued by the board during
1885 was 27, viz., 12 family, 13 single males, and 2 single females. The amount paid by
applicants for assisted passage certificates during the year was £172 10s., and the sum of £189
was refunded on account of unused certificates.

On the 5th July, 1885, a Government Agent despatched from Hamburg, per s. s. Procida,
121 males, 89 statute adults. The immigrants thus received were of a superior class, are all
well located, and giving satisfaction to their Tasmanian employers.

Land certificates, under the 7th section of the Act 31 Vict., No. 26, were granted to 147
individuals, from 1st January, 1.885, to 30th June, 1886, entitling them to select 6,640 acres of
land. These certificates represent 119 male and 85 female adults, and 115 children, a total of
319 souls. Land orders, under the 5th section of the Act, were issued between same dates, the
total nominal value of such orders being £5,472. These land orders represent 238 adults, and
143 children under 15 years of age.

By the Act 49 Vict., No. 31, the Acts authorizing the issue of land certificates and land
orders were repealed from and after the 1st May, 1886, but the repeal does not affect anything
duly done under either of the said Acts before the repealing Act came into force. Instructions
were sent to the agents of the board in England, and no land order warrants were issued there
after February last. Land certificates continue to be issued (on the advice of the law officers of
the Crown) only to such persons as paid their own passages and left Europe with the intention
of settling in'Tasmania prior to the 1st May, 1886.

There were on 30th June last "land order warrants" recorded in the office to the number of
304, the owners of which have not yet applied for or taken out their land orders, but whore
legal claim to receive such orders is good whenever they choose to apply for the same.

Since the promulgation of the regulations of 23rd December, 1882, on the vote of L30,000,
under Act 46 Vict., No. 40, immigrants have been introduced as under :-Adults-Males, 693;
females, 586. Children-Males, 410 ; females, 409. Total souls, 2,098=1,643 statute adults.
At least 90 per cent. of these immigrants remain in the colony, and are doing well. The
accounts of the Board of Immigration on 30th June, 1886, showed a balance against the board
at the Treasury of £2,930 17s. 10d., but against this the board had assets amounting to
£3,892 7s. 7d., which, when realized, will leave a balance of £961 9s. 9d. to credit.

During the year 1885, 112 persons selected land under certificates and land orders, the aggre-
gate area selected being 22,438 acres, and the additional aggregate area purchased by the same
individuals, 3,315a. 2r. 6p., the price given being £1 per acre in each case.

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SOUTH AUSTRALIA.
SOUTH AUSTRALIA is the name given to the colony on the South coast of the continent, and
originally comprising that portion of Australia lying between 132° and 141° of E. long., and
having the Southern Ocean for its S., and 26° S. lat. for its N. boundary, amounting to nearly
300,000 square miles, or 192,000,000 acres. It was established by virtue of an Act of Parlia-
ment (4 and 5 Will. IV. cap. 95), passed in the year 1834. By A't 24 and 25 Viet. c. 44, a
strip of territory, known as "No Mati's Land," comprising 80,000 square miles, lying between
South Australia and West Australia, was added to this portion, thus extending the IN °stern
boundary of the colony to 129° E. long. The Government having undertaken the task of founding
a new colony in the north (by letters patent, dated July 6th, 1863), still further territory was
added, being so much of New South Wales as lay to the north of the 26° of S. lat. and between
129° and 138° E. long., and now known as the Northern Territory, comprising 335,116,800
acres. The area of the colony is now estimated at about 903,690 square miles, or 578,361,600
acres. It covers 27° of latitude and 12° of longitude. Its greatest length is 1,850 miles, its
greatest breadth 650 miles. It is more than fifteen times the size of England and Wales, and
nearly twenty-nine times the size of Scotland. The exact position of the boundary line with
Victoria is disputed. The existing boundary is at present recognized without prejudice to re-
adjustment. A strip of land 11 mile wide, but 242 miles long, is claimed by South Australia
from Victoria. The detection of the error was due to Victorian observers. (By arrangement
between the two colonies, the dispute as to the title of this border territory has been submitted
to the arbitration of the Privy Council.)

The first discovery of any part of the shores of South Australia was made in 1627, by the
Commander of the Guide Zeepart, he having sailed along the south coast from the westward as
far as St. Peter's Island, in Nuyt's Archipelago. The new land was called Nuyt's land from a
passenger or seaman on board named Peter Nuyt.

On December 3rd, 1800, Lieutenant James, in the sloop the Lady Nelson, first sighted the
South Australian coast, at a part to which he gave the name of Cape Northumberland.

The survey of the S. coast of Australia was commenced in January, 1802, by Lieutenant
Matthew Flinders, in the Investigator (a sloop of 334 tons) ; and to bim may be ascribed the
practical discovery of South Australia. He left Spithead on July 18th, 1801, under the auspices
of the Government, the East India Company contributing £1,200 towards the equipment of the
vessel. He first sighted the land at Fowler's Bay, on January 28, and sailed thence eastward,
naming the various points and bays he fell in with, as far as Encounter Bay. From his report,
a company, with a capital of 250,000, called the South Australian Land Company, of which
Colonel Torrens was chairman, was formed in London in 1832, but after some correspondence the
negotiations with Lord Godericb were abruptly broken off ; and it was not until the following
year that an arrangement by a joint stock company, under the presidency of Mr. W. W. Whit-
more, to purchase waste lands from the Crown, was carried out. Other companies were formed
afterwards, and large blocks of land were sold to them and to private persons. Mr. J. H. Fisher
(the late Sir J. Hurtle Fisher) was appointed as resident commissioner, and several ships were
chartered in England for the new country.

South Australia was first colonized, in 1836, by bodies of emigrants from Great Britain, sent
out under the auspices of the " South Australian Colonization Association," which had in the
previous year obtained a grant from the Imperial Government of the lands of the colony. The
conditions were, that the lands should not be sold at less than 12s. per acre (subsequently altered
to £1), that the revenue arising from the sale of such lands should be appropriated to an Emi-
gration Fund in conveying poor emigrants, that the control of the Company's affairs should be
vested in a body of Commissioners approved by the Secretary of State for the Colonies, and that
the Governor should be nominated by the Crown. The first ship despatched was the Cygnet,
with survey officers—among whom was the late Sir George Strickland Kingston--and stores.
The pioneer ship of the expedition reached Kangaroo Island in July, 1836, and the immigrants
were here landed until the site of the future settlement was decided upon. An additional sur-
veying staff, under the command of Colonel Light, left England in the brig Rapid, on May 1,
1836, and arrived at Nepean Bay on August 20th of the same year. After some little delay a
safe and convenient harbour was discovered in Gulf St. Vincent (now known as Port Adelaide) ;
and after considerable disputation a tract of rising land seven miles inland, on the Torrens river,
was selected as the locale of the future city, being called Adelaide, in honour of the Queen of
William IV. The position chosen, though possessed of many advantages, bad serious drawbacks,
which time and enterprise have now in a great measure removed, and though fifty years
have passed away since the proclamation of the colony, it is almost unanimously admitted by the
colonists that no better site for their capital city could have been selected.

The early days of the embryo colony were attended with much adversity, and the colonists had
to suffer great hardships. The first governor of the colony was Captain (afterwards Sir John)
Hindmarsh, R.N., who was gazetted in London, February 4th, 1836, and arrived at Adelaide in

TOWNS IN NEW ZEALAND.
ADDISON'S FLAT, county Buller (Nelson

prov.), an alluvial mining township, between West-
port and Charleston, 8 miles N. from Westport. There
are extensive coal works in the neighbourhood. It
is the proposed terminus of the Westport and
Ngak awau Railway. Hotels : Shamrock and Rigel.
Churches : Episcopal and Catholic. Paine school.

AHAUR.A, a post town, with money-order,
savings bank, and telegraph office, in the co. of Grey
(Nelson prov.) 22 miles NE. from Greymouth.

: Gilmer Bros., Ahaura, and several others.
Roman Catholic place of worship. Public school,
average attendance 20. Population, 205 (census
1881).

AKAROA (43° 50' S. lat., 172° 58' E. long)
is a township with savings bank, tele,raph,
telephone, and money-order office, situated in Banks'
Peninsula (county of Akaroa, plo y. of Canterbury),
on the eastern shores of one of the finest harbours of
New Zealand. The entrance to it is about a mile in
width. the anchorage being about 6 miles from the
heads in Pakariki Bay, where thr re Is a depth of four
fathoms at low water. A second order flashing light
is exhibited here. It was founded on August 10, 1840,
by Governor Hobson, who sent the brig of war, the
/3ritentart, and took possession only a few hours be-
fore the arrival of a French corvette, L'Artbe, convoy-
ing the vessel, the Comte de Paris with 57 settlers,
and thus secured it to the British Empire. The town
is a pleasant summer retreat for the inhabitants of
Christchurch. The greater number of the resi-
dents were French settlers, who lived by farming
and the cultivation of fruit and grapes, which
grow most luxuriantly here ; but the whole dis-
trict is now cut up into dairy farms, where much
cheese is made. Cocksfoot gran• grows luxu-
riantly, and large quantities of he s e 1 are ex-
ported. Population, 662 (census 1886). It lies about 38
miles (56 postal) SE. of Christchurch, with which
there is steamer and coach communication. There
will be railway communication before long i'4th
Christchurch. A coach runs to the Little River
Railway Station. A launch runs regularly to
various parts of the bay carrying goods and passen-
gers There are Episcopal, Congregational (Ebenezer),
Presbyterian and Roman Catholic churches here, a
literary institute with a good library, a court-house,
a cottage hospital, a high sctiool (15 attend trace) a
public school (average attendance 134), private schools,
an Oddfellows' hall, 6 principal stores. cerated water
and jam factories, and condensed milk works. In
the vicinity are several steam saw mills. The hotels
are Bruce's, the Criterion, Wagstaff's and others.
Bank: Bank of New Zealand. Newspaper: Aberoa
Mail. Societies : Boatine Club, Farmer's Club, Foot-
ball, Cricket, and Rifle Clubs, and M u .-ical Society.
The municipal borough has an area of 221 acres, with
124 dwellings and rateable property of the annual
value of £5,097. Capital value under Rating Act,
1882, was ((58,742. Formation, volcanic.

ALEXANDRA, or MANURERIRI A, a municipal
town, co. of Vincent (prov. district of Otago), about
110 miles (120 postal) NW. of Dunedin. It has

post, money-order, and savings bank office, and a
telegraph station. It is the centre of some important
quartz diggings, known as Butcher's Gully and the
Umbrella Ranges. Bank Bank of New Zealand.
There is a library, a town hall, and two places of
worship belonging to the Presbyterians and Roman
Catholics, services are also held. Roman Catholic
Chapel was consecrated in Alexandra South in 1883.
Public school, average attendance, 75. Rail and
coach communication, via Lawrence. Hotels : Cale-
donian, Criterion, and Bendigo. Five stores and
several tradesmen. Population, 246 (census 1886).
Municipal area 848 acres, with 71 dwellings, annual
value of rateable property £1,266 Capital value
under Rating act, 1882, £7,010. A bridge spans the
Clutha. (inc steam and two current-wheel dredges
are at work on the Clutha river in the vicinity of
this town, and between it and Clyde dredging the
'bed of the river for gold. The large dredge, which
is described as being a double act on steam-dredge,
is reported to have done well. Two coal pits are at
work. In the vicinity are six stations,

ALEXANDRA (Co. Waipa and prov. of Auck-
land) is a post town, with money-order and savings
bank office and telegraph station, at the base of the
Pirongia Mountain and the head of navigation of the
river Waipa, 105 miles south of Auckland city, from
which there is a daily mail. There is communication
with the Ohauporrailwaystation, and a river steamer
trades to and from Ngaruawahia. Alexandra has a
school (average attendance, 60), public hall, two
churches, two hotels, and 4 stores. Population, 204
(census 1880.

AMBE LEY, a post town, with money-order,
savings bank office and telegraph and railway station
on the Christchurch and a.mberley line, 34 miles N.
of Christchurch, fares, 7s. ld. and 4s. 9d. It is in the
Co. of Ashley, and is on the North Kowai River.
Population with vicinity, 764 (census 1881). Hotels :
Crown and Railway ; Bank ; Bank of New Zealand ;
2 stores, one school (average attendance, 140) ; Epis-
copal, Presbyterian, and Catholic churches. Social
Institutions : Public Library, Oddfellows' Hall, and
Farmer's, Steeplechase, Football, Hunt, Rifle, and
Coursing Clubs. Agricultural and pastoral district.
The railway is now completed to Culverden.

AOTEA (38° S. lat., 174° 51' E. long.) (county
Raglan) is the name of a small bar harbour on the
western coast of Auckland, having 11 feet of
water on the bar at lbw water, tie post office being
distant 90 miles (135 postal , S. of Auckland City. It
gives its name also to the surrounding district,
nearly the whole of which is included in what is
known as the " King Country." The district is of
a broken character, but the land is generally of first-
rate quality, and, with European settlement, is be-
coming of importance. It produces annually a large
number of cattle and pigs. Wheat and maize are
also cultivated. Native population is about 300 ;
white, upwards of 100 ; a considerable number of
the latter are settlers under the "Homestead Act"

A.R.A.T.A.RII, a post town, with telegraph,
savings bank, and money-order office (co. Hobson,

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General Tips

for searching and getting more from Archive CD Books products

• update to version 6 or later of Adobe Reader at www.adobe.com for the best searching capability.

• enter the MINIMUM number of characters needed to bring up the search results required

• use Adobe Reader to do some trial searches to try to identify the characters that may be misread. These can show
up in the extra text in the search results list. A few minutes trial will help you to avoid using characters that are
more prone to being misread, e.g. try entering "rederi" if you want "Frederick", but find that the letters "F" "c" and "k" 
are sometimes misread.

• use the "Match whole word" option to eliminate unnecessary items in your results list, e.g. to eliminate all the
blacksmiths and tinsmiths etc when you only want the name Smith

• use the "Match case" option when you want to eliminate all the occupations "smith" if you only want the name
"Smith"

• Don’t just search for names. Search the book for other names, places and subjects of interest:
• look for others of the same name

• look for others who lived in the same place or street

• who was the postmaster or police officer in the town?

• how often and at what time did the coach arrive in town?

• what churches were there and what time were services held?

• what other activities were there in the community?

• look for others who had the same occupation or other interests

All of this and more may be available in a seemingly mundane book such as a directory. Learn much of the background 
of life at the time, even if your ancestor is not listed there.
